We took all the
necessary steps to become an independent
foundation as of January 1, 2005. With Michigan having one of
the strongest statewide organizations for governance of
community foundations, this independence process required
nine months of reworking and forming policies for every aspect
of our organization, creating our own identity separate from the
Community Foundation of Greater Flint, and establishing an
office in Lapeer. We hired Executive s
Director, Janet Manning, to help
facilitate this committee and board
work. We succeeded and celebrated
in March of 2005 at the historic
courthouse (photo at right & bottom).

As 2004 closed, we find our
new foundation on the brink of $6
 million in assets and granting over
